(I) APT REPRESENTATIVE ON THE COMMITTEE FOR TRAINING

Introduction.



The acceptance in principle by the RANZCP of a trainee representative on the Committee for Training (see most recent Trainee Newsletter, date: 29/5/'92) should be seen as a positive step towards trainees being proactive in the development of improved training experience. 



Unless we take up this opportunity, it could be perceived that trainees are not interested in training issues. Although trainees do not have voting rights, the representative would be able to communicate directly with the federal body, and thus highlight issues both more rapidly and centrally. 



To date the College has agreed to fund a trainee attending two meetings per year, on the condition that the representative was elected by a "properly constituted bi-national APT". 

(II) BI-NATIONAL OR "FEDERAL" APT BODY.



To date the various APTs within Australia and New Zealand have not had regular contact partly due to intermittent difficulties in maintaining their own numbers, and partly the expense of organising a bi-national APT conference. What has been suggested is a regular telephone link-up between the regional Presidents, or a deputy, to discuss training or other issues.



The hope would be that this would be a regular event, which would encourage closer ties on common issues, as well as encouraging regional APTs to be reformed each year.



Who will meet the cost for this link-up has yet to be decided, however we hope that the College may contribute, given the recent increase in training fees.



The first task of the bi-national APT is to organise a constitution, then to define what we think the role of our Committee for Training representative should be, and lastly to elect our trainee representative.
